Q: I am a Delegate but cannot come to the Annual Meeting. What will happen?

A: This is why we have Alternate Delegates. The Alternate Delegate will become a Delegate, and fulfill your role in the Annual Meeting.

Q: I am an Alternate Delegate and cannot come, but have someone who wants to serve in my place.

A: The Council has a list of all Delegates and Alternates by the end of January. After that time we cannot have additional Delegates and Alternates placed into the roster. Alternates from Service Units within your Association will be able to fill those slots.
Q: I have not been selected as a Delegate but I want to serve.

A: The process for Delegate selection is completed by the end of January. At this time you are most welcome to come to the Annual meeting in the role of a visitor. 

Q: I am an Alternate Delegate. How will I know if I will become a Delegate?

A: Registration opens at 8:00 am the morning of the Annual Meeting. At 8:45 we will begin moving Alternates into open Delegate slots. There is a very good chance if you are an Alternate that you will become a Delegate (voting member) at the Annual Meeting.
